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Earl has weakened to a Category 2 Hurricane with winds of 105 mph, 

the track remains about 30 miles east of Nantucket and the Cape 
 
Earl is still a Category storm with sustained winds of 105 mph and is located about 85 
miles east of Cape Hatteras and 465 miles south-southwest of Nantucket.  On average, 
Earl is currently moving north-northeast at 20 mph.  Earl’s eye is large and poorly 
defined.  Even though Earl’s winds are declining, it still covers a very large area.  
Hurricane force winds extend 70 miles from the storm center and tropical storm force 
winds reach out to 205 miles.  Twelve foot seas extend at least 220 miles from the center 
in all directions and may reach out to 420 miles in the southeast quadrant of the storm. 
 
Now that Earl has been ‘captured’ by that low pressure system, it will accelerate off to 
the northeast towards Nova Scotia.  At the same time, shear from the trough and cooler 
surface waters continue to weaken Earl.  This forecast weakening calls for Earl to be a 
Category 1 storm when it passes Cape Code this afternoon. 
 
Earl will pass by the mouth of the Chesapeake Bay later this morning, bringing tropical 
storm force winds to much of the Mid-Atlantic coast.  Tropical storm force winds will 
arrive in coastal New England this afternoon, and hurricane force winds will arrive later 
this evening. 
 
As the graphic to the 
right shows Nantucket 
loos to be the place most 
likely effected by Earl 
today, there is a 97% 
chance of TS force 
winds.  Boston, Hyannis 
and Providence have a 
greater than 50% chance 
of tropical storm force 
winds today. 
 
The primary threats from 
Earl are going to be surf, 
wind and storm surge.  
The wind threat is going 
to be greatest in eastern 
MA since the passage of Earl is expected to bring hurricane forece winds to nantucket.  
Eastern Long Island will have the greatest wins outside of MA, with estimated winds of 
30-40 mph, with gutst to 55 mph.  This is expected to bring down treas and cause trouble 
for older mobile homes.  Elsewhere along the Mid-Atlantic and New England coasts 
should expect weak tropical storm force winds (less than 35 knots). 
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For storm surge, 1-2 feet are expectedalong the NJ coast, with 3 feet possible in some 
locations.  Eastern Long Island may have 2-4 feet surges along the Long Island Sound 
and Petonic and Gardines Bay.  The Boston NWS office is not concerned about storm 
surge, but they not 20-25 fott seas are possible off Nantucket.  
 
The graphic to the right 
shows the probability of 
experiencing hurricane 
force winds.
